Constitutional Review
This AGM notes:

1. The need to ensure that the LGBT Labour constitution is effective and works for the campaign. 

2. That a number of constitutional amendments were unable to be discussed and agreed at the 2009 AGM.

This AGM believes:

1. That there is a need to review elements of the constitution. 

2. These changes are administrative and in the interest of creating a good governance rather than a fundamental change in the principles or working of the campaign. 

3. Any changes should be made in one go and remove the need for annual amendments being presented at the AGM. 

This AGM instructs the national committee to:

1. Form a constitutional review working group

2. To bring together suggested changes and updates to the constitution.

3. To use the proposed amendments from 2009 as a starting point. 

4. To bring the proposed amendments for discussion and approval to the 2011 AGM.
